 A Reading from the letter to the Hebrews. 
 
Therefore, holy brethren, who share in a heavenly call, consider Jesus, the 
apostle and high priest of our confession. He was faithful to him who 
appointed him, just as Moses also was faithful in God’s house. Yet Jesus 
has been counted worthy of as much more glory than Moses as the builder 
of a house has more honor than the house. (For every house is built by 
some one, but the builder of all things is God.) Now Moses was faithful in 
all God’s house as a servant, to testify to the things that were to be spoken 
later, but Christ was faithful over God’s house as a son. And we are his 
house if we hold fast our confidence and pride in our hope.

He graduated from Emory 
University’s Candler School of 
Theology in 2009, receiving a Master 
of Divinity. Chaplain Burleson is an 
ordained Priest and endorsed by 
The Episcopal Church. 
 
After serving three years as a 
University Chaplain at Emory, he 
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was commissioned as a Naval 
Chaplain in 2012. Burleson’s 
operational assignments include 
serving as an Infantry Battalion 
Chaplain to 1st Battalion, 8th 
Marines, 2D Marine Division at 
Camp Lejeune, NC where he 
completed a Special Purpose Marine 
Air-Ground Task Force – Crisis 
Response EU/AF deployment, and 
a WESTPAC deployment. Chaplain 
Burleson also served as Command

ARLINGTON (LPD 24), deploying 
to FIFTH and SIXTH FLEETS. He 
currently serves as the Command
