It is customary at All Saintsô to observe reverent silence before Mass and 
you are encouraged to take this opportunity to prepare for worship with 
quiet reflection and prayer.  As a friendly reminder, please turn off 
all electronic devices that might disrupt worship. 
  
It is our pleasure to welcome children of all ages to every liturgy.  Knowing 
that a longer service can be a challenge for some, there are several options 
we hope will help.  There are quiet bags with books, crayons, and coloring 
sheets available at the back of the Church and it is perfectly acceptable for 
those needing to stretch their legs to step out into our courtyard for a 
bit.  Also, there is a nursery in the rear of the Parish Hall with a TV that 
provides a feed from the church, allowing the service to be followed       
remotely.
